Also the original financial 
allocation has been used up and a further amount of $30,000 has been added to the PEP 
budget to enable this work to continue for the next two years; however Dioceses are 
encouraged to assist financially where possible, as this is a great programme that will assist 
in the training and equipping of our membership.   
 
Kate and Ian Pearse will continue to train facilitators for the work of PEP on a ‘request basis’ 
from Dioceses, also the following information will be prepared by Kate and Ian:- 

• A regular newsletter will be published titled ‘Facilitators’ Forum’ to keep the trained 
facilitators informed and for the sharing of ideas.   

• a DVD will be prepared to assist dioceses to promote PEP  
• Post workshops will be prepared to be used as a yearly follow-up for those who take 

part in the PEP programme, on topics that are relevant to the needs of the parents 
who attend the PEP courses.
